Barfram fro/./ and af the County Commun/'fy Centeron Highway 27. This Phase would also
include parking and primitive camping along the Creek.  Estimated cost would be $30,000 and

scheduled for completion in  September 201 6.

3.     Phase Ill would consist of a track and field facility on the open fileld along the entry Off Highway

199.   The facility would  be regulation for both  High School and  College Competitive meets and

would  have appropriate viewing standsl bathrooms)  parking,  and concession facilities.   This phase

would be done under a Memorandum of Understanding (MOu) between the Mason County

commission, the Macon County Board of Education, and the City of Tuskegeel and Tuskegee

university.   Each of these parties to the MOU would contribute $50,000.00 towards the

construction cost of this phase of the project.   SCADC will request a grant for $250,000.00, which

will be submitted for funding in 2016.   The pamers in the MOU will  make their funds available in

2016.   Estimated total cos( is $450)000.00.   Projected completion date is  December 2016.
